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PERFUMERY
PAST & PRESENT
Art, inspiration and a thorough knowledge of fragrance are the key ingredients in the creation of a successful scent. A beautiful perfume is not a random brew of pretty smelling essences. It is instead a perfectly balanced blend of fragrant notes which has its own distinctive and aesthetic personality.

Some History about Fragrances
The history of perfumes can be traced back for millennia. The world knew of fragrant substances and their preparation at least six thousand years ago. The techniques of pressing, boiling, drying and powderizing, as well as distilling, are ancient crafts. Originally, people simply used flowers, herbs and resins. However, they soon discovered that the resins and balms gave off stronger fragrances under the influence of heat -- thus, the name "per fumum", which is Latin for "by smoke".

As far back as Ancient Egypt, fragrance was the essence of luxury and refinement. People tried to please each other and the gods through the use of fragrance. Those who could afford it bathed in perfumed water. Not only were their bodies scented, but so were their hair, clothes, bed, favorite slave and even their horse. And since perfumery was considered a medical science, fragrant waters were also taken internally.

The French have been cultivating fragrance plants for hundreds of years. The first perfumery was opened in the 16th century by one of Catherine's (wife of Henry II) attendants. His perfume, however, was not made in Paris but in the city of  Grasse, which became the hub of the fragrance industry. Perfume was then, and has remained, the forte of the French.

Perfume Oils
Nectarine provides over 100 perfume oils that may be safely applied directly to your skin or mixed with our Cologne Base, unscented Lotions, Bath Products or Shampoos. Perfume oils are called oils because they are not water soluble. Their molecular structure is different from vegetable or animal oils. They are aromatic compounds, which are fragrance blends created synthetically. Perfume oils can be derived from natural substances.

In synthetic oils, the perfumer will analyze a natural essence, such as rose, to learn its structure, then duplicate it. In this way scents are produced without the expense and destruction of acres and acres of flowers. These concentrated scents are sometimes diluted with other oils by perfumers. This dilution is important in perfume manufacturing because scents vary with concentration. In fact, some fragrances are unrecognizable or unappealing at full strength.
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Natural oils are made from large quantities of petals, herbs, bark or fruits. Some natural perfume ingredients may be used in fine perfumes but this represents a tiny portion of all fragrance products. Synthetic scents make up the vast majority of all fragrance products. There are only about 600 natural essential oils, versus thousands of synthetics, which have made modern perfumery possible.

The Artisan Perfumer
Great perfumers are artists as well as highly trained technicians. They study, practice and have a deep understanding and sense of scent. This talent may even be passed down from generation to generation within a family of perfumers. Even without training, you too can enter the perfumers world. Nectarine offers all the necessary tools for you to create special custom fragrances for your customers.

Knowledge of your tools -- the fragrances themselves -- is the fundamental step in this process. Begin training yourself by continually identifying scents which surround you in your home and outdoors, as well as the perfume oils in your store. Try recognizing scent characteristics such as spice, fruit, wood, etc. In this way, as in the study of wine, you will develop a "good nose.” In perfumery, as in many arts, there are no rules, only principles and techniques designed to guide.

THE ART OF FRAGRANCE BLENDING

&

CUSTOM SCENTING
All Nectarine Natural Essential Oils and Perfume Oils are great for use as a personal fragrance or to custom scent our bath, body and hair care products. Our carefully selected oils are highly concentrated, long-lasting and contain no alcohol. Blending fragrances and custom scenting with Nectarine’s Natural Essential Oils and Perfume Oils allows you to offer a service that sets you apart from the competition. Personalizing products through your unique custom scenting service will make your customers feel special.

BLENDING: Begin creating your blend by dipping each testing filter into a different essence. Hold them close together and wave them under your nose, taking small sniffs. If the blend is appealing, apply it to your wrist. It is important to understand that smelling a fragrance from a bottle can be misleading. Only when it is applied to the skin can the fine qualities and character of a particular scent be discerned.

Using measured portions, mix a small sample in a bottle. Wear it for a day and write down which fragrances last or disappear, smell good or bad and what you might like to add. Continue to make adjustments, using this process until you have finalized the formula. As a final step, allow the fragrance to "age" in a glass bottle for a week. This important step allows the oils to interact and stabilize.

CUSTOM SCENTING: For Lotions, Oils, Bubble Bath, Shower Gels, Shampoos or Conditioners, Nectarine recommends pouring unscented product into your bottles leaving space at the top for shaking. Add approximately 2 drop of perfume oil per ounce of lotion and 2 drops per ounce for bathing products and oils. Shake the bottle well, try a little on and smell it. You can add a few more drops if necessary. When scenting with light fragrances such as Rain™, you probably will need twice the original amount. Be careful about overfragrancing products. When the product is used later at home, it will smell stronger than it does in your store with all its smells. Moreover, too much fragrance can irritate the skin and can change the viscosity of the product.

You can also create a variety of personal fragrance formulations using Nectarine’s Cologne Base. The general rule is to use a little less than 1/2 ounce of Perfume Oil per 4 ounces of Cologne Base. 

Custom blending and scenting can be rewarding and fun both for you and your customer. It encourages customer loyalty, because your personalized product can only be purchased again in your store. Get to know your library of fragrances, experiment and have fun!

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COLOGNE VS. PERFUME
One of the most frequently asked questions pertaining to perfume addresses the comparison of perfume to cologne. To simplify the answer, one can make the generalization that the only difference is CONCENTRATION.

While this holds true in most cases, there are instances when the actual PERFUME version of a scent may have a fragrance formulation that is enriched with more pure essential oils and floral extracts than it's cologne version. However, the integrity of the perfume is never compromised in producing cologne versions. More than likely, the decision to use different versions is a cost conservation effort.

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EMERGENCY PROCEDURES

FOR PERFUME OILS
For the most part, perfume oils will not present a health risk. (Many of the ingredients are the same as go into flavors for food.) However, perfume is the most common cause of skin irritations. Someone who tends to get allergies should use unscented products.

It has been our experience that if a child swallows perfume oil it is usually a small amount. In the rare event that a child may swallow a small amount of perfume oil, or someone accidentally splashes a few drops in their eyes, the following are the guidelines. In all cases, we suggest that you advise your customer to consult a physician.

EYES: Irrigate thoroughly (10-15 minutes) with plenty of water until discomfort is relieved. If discomfort persists, consult a physician.

SKIN: If irritation occurs, cleanse thoroughly with water and mild soap. Consult physician if irritation persists.

INGESTION: Rinse mouth with water. Administer 1 cup of water OR milk to swallow. Consult a physician and/or your local Poison Control Center. Only with the following perfume oils should you induce vomiting: Tea Rose, White Ginger.
